yards on the tenth lap and finished 160
yards ahead. The Finn led- for seven
laps but the Frenchman was a yard
ahead on the twelfth Jap when Lhe
Finn spurled on the home stretoch and
crossed the tape a yard in front of Llhe
Frenchman who threw up his hands
as though saying, *‘I'm done," .

During the first mile of the race,
Geo, Bonhag took third place, = At the
end ;of the fourth lap the order was
Geo.
